Some Common Mistakes
· The word “data” is plural, not singular.
· The subscript for the permeability of vacuum 0, and other common scientific constants, is zero with subscript formatting, not a lowercase letter “o”.
· A graph within a graph is an “inset”, not an “insert”. The word alternatively is preferred to the word “alternately” (unless you really mean something that alternates).
· Do not use the word “essentially” to mean “approximately” or “effectively”.
· In your paper title, if the words “that uses” can accurately replace the word “using”, capitalise the “u”; if not, keep using lower-cased.
· Be aware of the different meanings of the homophones “affect” and “effect”, “complement” and “compliment”, “discreet” and “discrete”, “principal” and “principle”.
· Do not confuse “imply” and “infer”.
· The prefix “non” is not a word; it should be joined to the word it modifies, usually without a hyphen.
· There is no period after the “et” in the Latin abbreviation “et al.”.
· The abbreviation “i.e.” means “that is”, and the abbreviation “e.g.” means “for example”.

The title and the first and second level section titles are written in capitals. The titles for third level section is written with only the first letter capitalised. The font size for the body text is 10 pt.
The prescribed abstract size is A4 (210 ×297 mm). To fit the text in the typing area, use the margin settings as given in Table 1. This document can be used as a model for writing the text for both the abstract and the final abstract. 
The abstract title must be left justified, using a 14 point size bold font, using capitals. Heading 1 is 12 point bold-capitals, whilst Heading 2 is 11 point bold-sentence case.
Authors must be listed under the title. Type the name of the authors: first name and last name. The names of the authors must be left justified, using a 12 point size bold font. Use single line spacing. The affiliations must be left justified, using a 9 point size font. Use normal (not bold) font and single line spacing. Affiliation must contain the name of the institute and department and corresponding author’s postal and email address or ORCID. Please give all authors’ names; do not use “et al.”.

Graphics
